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Program Format Overview

The SEALS 2014 Annual Meeting brochure reflects the conftributions of committees and individuals in
proposing panel topics, securing speakers, moderators, mentors, and writing panel descriptions.

The SEALS 2014 Annual Meeting program includes a variety of program formats. The paragraphs below
provide a brief description of each format. Unless otherwise indicated, every program is open to all SEALS
attendees.

New Scholars Workshop

The New Scholars Workshop offers newer faculty members an opportunity to present, and receive
feedback on, a work in progress. Over the course of the annual meeting, there will be seventeen New
Scholar Workshop sessions, each typically featuring a moderator and three or four speakers. Speakers

are nominated by member schools, and each speaker is assigned a Mentor, who is available to provide
both pre-and post-presentation advice and commentary. Whenever possible, SEALS groups New Scholars
Workshop panels thematically.

Prospective Law Teachers and New Law Teachers Workshops

Last year, SEALS introduced two new features that built upon the success of its New Scholars Workshop.
Given the features’ success, SEALS is continuing them this year. The first is the Prospective Law Teachers
Workshops (planned by the committee of the same name), which are aimed at assisting VAPs, Fellows,
LLMs, and others interested in obtaining an entry-level academic position. These Workshops include mock
interviews, CV reviews, and various informational sessions to help attendees navigate the hiring market. The
second new feature is New Law Teachers Workshops (planned by the Beginning and Newer Law Teachers
Committee). These Workshops focus on issues that are of particular interest to the newer law teachers, such
as becoming a good classroom teacher, creating an effective course, methods of assessment, becoming a
good scholar, and balancing service and scholarship.

Topical Workshops

Each year, SEALS offers interrelated events under a Workshop designation. Topics vary from year to year.
Each Workshop has several events, which usually are scheduled for a single day but sometimes extend into
a second day. When possible, Workshop sessions are scheduled to follow the same break schedule as other
programs, so that attendees with multiple interests can attend a topical Workshop session in one time slot
and a different topical Workshop (or some other event) in another time slot in the same day.

Discussion Groups and Roundtable Discussions

Participants in these events will focus on a particular topic or theme, as identified in the program. Although
Discussion Groups and Roundtable Discussions are convened in different ways, in many cases, the
participants prepare a short paper in advance of the annual meeting that the other participants read

and comment upon at the session. These sessions are often longer than a traditional panel session to

allow for a more in-depth, interactive discussion of the topic or theme. Discussion Groups and Roundtable
Discussions mayy, but need not be, linked to Workshop programs. Those who convene Discussion Groups and
Roundtable Discussions are encouraged to include participants selected from a call for papers to the SEALS
membership. The program description for each session offers additional information about the composition
of the event and the way in which the session will be conducted.

Panels

SEALS offers many “standalone” panels organized around a specific topic or theme. Topics and themes may
be theoretical, doctrinal, pedagogical, service-oriented, law reform-oriented, or focused on other matters of
interest to law school faculty members and administrators. Panels are moderated and typically consist of up fo
five featured speakers. In most cases, presenters are not required to submit or bring written drafts or copies of
their related work.

Expos

An Expo focuses on a particular docftrinal area or teaching method and showcases how it is covered at several
schools. This year's Expo fopic, distance learning, provides hands-on access fo several distance learning
courses.

Luncheons
The Call for Papers Luncheon features the work of faculty members whose papers were selected from among
those submitted for review. This luncheon is ficketed and requires advance reservations.

The New Scholars Luncheon, sponsored by Wolters Kluwer Law & Business, offers a networking opportunity for
newer faculty members. It is not limited to those who present at the New Scholars Workshop, but it does require
advance reservations.

The Steering Committee Luncheon is the meetfing at which officers and committee chairs report on SEALS
activifies. It is also the forum af which institutional member schools elect new SEALS officers and other frustees.
Each instfitutional and affiliate member school selects one individual to represent it at this luncheon (in addition
fo any faculty member who is already a trustee or committee chair).

Breaks, Receptions, and Gala

Breaks between sessions (which are sponsored by Bloomberg BNA, Carolina Academic Press, and LexisNexis),
receptions, and the annual Gala provide opportunities to interact with colleagues at other schools who share
your teaching or scholarly inferests and with representatives from publishers. Depending on the type and timing
of the event, beverages or food may be available. Receptions hosted by our newest members infroduce those
schools to SEALS. The Gala (sponsored by LexisNexis), the New Scholars Luncheon (sponsored by Wolters Kluwer
Law & Business), and the Call for Papers Luncheon are ficketed and require advance reservations; the other
events do noft.

The Future of Reauthorization of the Elementary and Secondary Education
Act of 1965

The Elementary and Secondary Education of 1965 (ESEA) has been one of the primary
federal influences on education law and policy since its enactment. The current
reauthorization, the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB), has been praised for
attempting to reduce opportunity and achievement gaps while it also has been sharply
criticized for, among other things, encouraging states to lower state academic standards
and increasing federal authority over education. The ESEA has been in desperate need of
reauthorization for several years. In the absence of needed reform, Secretary Duncan has
granted waivers from the requirements of NCLB to many states. This panel will explore these
issues and present some new thoughts on how the ESEA should be reformed.

Most bioethical intersections between medical practice and the law affect patients in

very personal ways. Some examples are the effects of ethical and legal determinations

on those seeking what might be last-chance treatments through clinical trials or other

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A New Twist on Remedies: Judicial Assignment of Bad Faith Claims

Bad faith claims are divided into first-party claims and third-party claims. Courts distinguish
between these two because the type of claim will determine the remedies available.
First-party claimants are distinguished by the special protections offered to them through
privity of contract with the insurer. Third-party claimants generally have no direct recourse
against an insurer, but may gain limited rights through an assignment with an insured.

But what remedy when the insured is unavailable or unwilling to assign his rights to the
third party2 Courts are fashioning a remedy by defining the right of action held by a
judgment debtor/third-party as property that can be judicially assigned in a proceeding
supplementary to the execution of a judgment.

The motivation for enhanced independence
in administrative adjudication is to increase the efficiency, independence and accuracy of
decisionmaking. But early evaluations of these systems expressed concern because of the
potential for ALJ finality to thwart agency accountability and undermine agency efforts to
develop consistent policy through adjudication.

This panel will revisit and re-evaluate four different adjudicative systems
that use ALJ finality or an administrative court, combining doctrinal and empirical analyses
of the independence, efficiency, and accuracy of these systems.

Perspectives on Tenure at Law Schools from Professors Who Teach Employment-
Related Classes

The American Bar Association’s Council on Legal Education and Admissions to the Bar has
tentatively approved two recommended changes to ABA Standard 405, which would
abolish the requirement that ABA-accredited schools maintain a system of tenure. In
response, more than 500 professors at ABA-accredited law schools signed a letter asserting
that the elimination of the tenure requirement from the accreditation process would
threaten academic freedom, stifle dissenting points of view and retard efforts to recruit and
retain minority law professors. This panel of employment law professors will add a unique
perspective to the debate about law school professor tenure.

Private Fund Regulation after the Dodd-Frank Act

For the last three decades, the SEC has repeatedly yet unsuccessfully attempted to
increase the regulatory oversight of hedge fund managers. Resolving the tension
between the industry and regulators regarding the appropriate level of regulatory
oversight, the Dodd-Frank Act mandates hedge fund adviser registration as well as
increased record-keeping and disclosure. Academics and policymakers, in turn,

are analyzing and debating the role of hedge funds in our capital markets and the
appropriate level of any additional regulations. For example, the implementation of new
disclosure rules for systemic risk reporting to FSOC is a major focus of SEC implementation
of Dodd-Frank Act requirements. More recently, the SEC, in a very controversial move,
lifted the ban on general solicitation for private funds.

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Discussion Group: Lawyers for Children: Ethical Dilemmas and Challenges
Attorneys advocate for children in a variety of legal proceedings: delinquency,
dependency, special education, custody, contract disputes, healthcare, and consumer
protection. The lawyer's ethical obligations to the child vary according to the nature

of the proceeding, the nature of the attorney’s appointment, and the cognitive and
psychosocial capacities of the child client. To further complicate matters, the child’s lawyer
likely must navigate a host of potentially conflicting relationships with the child’s parent or
guardian, caseworker, teacher or counselor. This panel will explore the unique challenges
lawyers encounter in representing children, including barriers to an effective attorney-client
relationship and difficulties in determining whether and to what extent the attorney may
engage third parties to enhance the child’s decision-making capacity.
