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Program Format Overview

The SEALS 2015 Annual Meeting brochure reflects the contributions of committees and individuals in 
proposing panel topics, securing speakers, moderators, mentors, and writing panel descriptions. 

The SEALS 2015 Annual Meeting program includes a variety of program formats. The paragraphs below 
provide a brief description of each format. Unless otherwise indicated, every program is open to all SEALS 
attendees.

New Scholars Workshop

The New Scholars Workshop offers newer faculty members an opportunity to present, and receive feedback 
on, a work in progress. Over the course of the annual meeting, there will be twelve New Scholar Workshop 
sessions, each typically featuring a moderator and three or four speakers. Speakers are nominated by 
member schools, and each speaker is assigned a Mentor, who is available to provide both pre-and post-
presentation advice and commentary. Whenever possible, SEALS groups New Scholars Workshop panels 
thematically. 

Prospective Law Teachers and New Law Teachers Workshops

Two years ago, SEALS introduced two new features that built upon the success of its New Scholars Workshop. 
Given the features’ success, SEALS is continuing them. The first is the Prospective Law Teachers Workshops 
(planned by the committee of the same name), which are aimed at assisting VAPs, Fellows, LLMs, and 
others interested in obtaining an entry-level academic position. These Workshops include mock interviews, 
CV reviews, and various informational sessions to help attendees navigate the hiring market. The second 
new feature is the New Law Teachers Workshops (planned by the Beginning and Newer Law Teachers 
Committee). These Workshops focus on issues that are of particular interest to the newer law teachers, such 
as becoming a good classroom teacher, creating an effective course, methods of assessment, becoming a 
good scholar, and balancing service and scholarship.

Topical Workshops

Each year, SEALS offers interrelated events under a Workshop designation. Topics vary from year to year. 
Each Workshop has several events, which usually are scheduled for a single day but sometimes extend into 
a second day. When possible, Workshop sessions are scheduled to follow the same break schedule as other 
programs, so that attendees with multiple interests can attend a topical Workshop session in one time slot 
and a different topical Workshop (or some other event) in another time slot in the same day.

Discussion Groups and Roundtable Discussions

Participants in these events will focus on a particular topic or theme, as identified in the program. Although 
Discussion Groups and Roundtable Discussions are convened in different ways, in many cases, the 
participants prepare a short paper in advance of the annual meeting that the other participants read 
and comment upon at the session. These sessions are often longer than a traditional panel session to 
allow for a more in-depth, interactive discussion of the topic or theme. Discussion Groups and Roundtable 
Discussions may, but need not be, linked to Workshop programs. Those who convene Discussion Groups and 
Roundtable Discussions are encouraged to include participants selected from a call for papers to the SEALS 
membership. The program description for each session offers additional information about the composition 
of the event and the way in which the session will be conducted.

Panels

SEALS offers many “standalone” panels organized around a specific topic or theme. Topics and themes may 
be theoretical, doctrinal, pedagogical, service-oriented, law reform-oriented, or focused on other matters of 
interest to law school faculty members and administrators. Panels are moderated and typically consist of up to 
five featured speakers. In most cases, presenters are not required to submit or bring written drafts or copies of 
their related work.

Luncheons

The Call for Papers Luncheon features the work of faculty members whose papers were selected from among 
those submitted for review. This luncheon is ticketed and requires advance reservations.

The New Scholars Luncheon, sponsored by Wolters Kluwer Law & Business, offers a networking opportunity for 
newer faculty members. It is not limited to those who present at the New Scholars Workshop, but it does require 
advance reservations.

The Steering Committee Luncheon is the meeting at which officers and committee chairs report on SEALS 
activities. It is also the forum at which institutional member schools elect new SEALS officers and other trustees. 
Each institutional and affiliate member school selects one individual to represent it at this luncheon (in addition 
to any faculty member who is already a trustee or committee chair).

West Academic and Barbri are also sponsoring luncheons that are open to all attendees.

Breaks, Receptions, and Gala

Breaks between sessions (which are sponsored by Bloomberg BNA, Carolina Academic Press, FINRA Office 
of Dispute Resolution, and LexisNexis), receptions, and the annual Gala provide opportunities to interact 
with colleagues at other schools who share your teaching or scholarly interests and with representatives from 
publishers. Depending on the type and timing of the event, beverages or food may be available. Receptions 
hosted by our newest members introduce those schools to SEALS. The Gala (sponsored by LexisNexis), the 
New Scholars Luncheon (sponsored by Wolters Kluwer Law & Business), and the Call for Papers Luncheon are 
ticketed and require advance reservations; the other events do not.

Discussion Group: Immigration Reform without Congress
With comprehensive immigration reform dead for the foreseeable future, immigration 
scholars need to think creatively about other paths moving forward to fix our immigration 
system’s problems. Possible paths include executive action, agency action, state or local 
government action, litigation, international agreements, and grass roots action that may 
influence the previously mentioned paths. This discussion encourages participants to 
reimagine immigration reform without Congressional action. Areas of concern include 
refugees, statelessness, unaccompanied minors, police enforcement policies, detention 
policies, the recognition of evolving family relationships, citizenship norms, and visas 
(including visas for victims of crime).

CONSTITUTIONAL LAW FOR BEGINNING AND NEW LAW TEACHERS

Teaching Constitutional Law has its unique challenges: lack of bright-line rules, layers of 
doctrine that pile on exceptions to exceptions, complex and fragmented opinions, and 
inconsistent jurisprudence.

The Health Care System of Tomorrow 
The future of the health care system depends on effective policy implementation tailored to 
the evolving landscape of regulatory constraints, delivery models, emerging technologies, 
and changing population needs. This panel will identify current legal and policy barriers 
to effective functioning of the health care system. Specific areas of coverage include 
critiques of current (1) Medicare financing of graduate medical education, as both

Discussion Group: Edward Snowden: Patriot, Traitor, Whistleblower, Spy?
In June 2013, Edward Snowden disclosed many thousands of classified documents from 
U.S. National Security Agency sources, revealing extensive, global surveillance by the NSA 
with the cooperation of technology companies and numerous governments. Snowden was 
subsequently charged by the U.S. government with numerous counts of espionage and 
theft of government property. He fled to Russia, where he remains. He has sought asylum in 
numerous countries. Widespread controversy and discussion have ensued, questioning the 
propriety, legality, or justification for Snowden’s conduct. This discussion group will engage in 
this debate, questioning whether Snowden is a patriot, traitor, whistleblower, or spy.

King v. Burwell was one of the biggest cases decided by the Supreme Court this term. The 
case was the second major Obamacare decision by the Supreme Court and centered on 
whether the federal government can give subsidies to people who obtain health insurance 
on an exchange operated by the federal government in a state that has declined to set 
up its own exchange.

Congressional Force Authorization: Constitutional Necessity or Nicety?
President Obama’s decision to fight the Islamic State in the Levant (ISIL) renewed 
longstanding debates about war powers in the U.S. constitutional scheme. The Administration 
welcomed congressional authorization for its military campaign against ISIL, yet also claimed 
pre-existing authority based on the 2001 Authorization of Use of Military Force (AUMF) passed 
in the wake of 9/11, and the 2002 AUMF with respect to Iraq.

WORKSHOP ON TAX LAW
The United States Tax Court – A Constitutional and Administrative Conundrum
The 2014 decision of the DC Circuit in Kuretski has focused attention on the constitutional 
location of the U.S. Tax Court in the federal government. In resolving a separation of powers 
challenge stemming from the President’s power to remove a Tax Court judge for cause 
under I.R.C. § 7443(f), Kuretski held that the Tax Court is part of the Executive Branch. Yet, 
Congress established it as a court of record under Article I in 1969, when it ended the Tax 
Court’s status as an independent agency. Moreover, in Freytag, the Supreme Court said the 
Tax Court exercises judicial power. This panel will discuss the various options for where the Tax

Madness in the Academy: Law Professors with Severe Mental Illness
One of the rarely discussed secrets about legal education is that there are, in the ranks of 
law teachers, those who live every day with severe mental illness. In a nation where one 
in four Americans is touched by mental illness every year, many law faculty must be so 
afflicted. Despite that truth, only a very few—to date fewer than ten—publicly acknowledge 
their condition. While there may be many explanations for this situation, stigma sticks out. 
Stigma and discrimination have followed mental illness throughout history and sadly are 
alive and well in 2015. Stigma leaves people afraid to disclose fundamental aspects of 
their lives, and marginalizes a large population to an alarming degree. At its worst, stigma 
can kill, as demonstrated by the death by suicide in 2014 of Vermont Law School Professor 
Cheryl Hanna, who ended her life after leaving a psychiatric hospital where she was being 
treated for depression because, at least in part, she feared stigma would harm her career if 
she stayed in the hospital while having her illness properly treated. The principal speakers at 
this panel live with, respectively, schizophrenia, major depression, an anxiety disorder, and 
bipolar disorder and will recount their stories there. The program will interest those concerned 
over mental illness in the academy whether in others or, quite likely for some, themselves. 
The speakers will also offer their thoughts over the way law schools treat students who face 
mental health issues, including those who must deal with the questions many bar character 
and fitness committees still ask about the psychiatric conditions of law license applicants.

Discussion Group: Using Comparative Law in the Judicial Process: A Euro-
